Course U47
Start by the manhole cover at the top of the slip road to the A419 South Cerney junction travelling south towards Swindon. Join A419 and stay on this until Cricklade where you leave the carriageway and cross the flyover (4.2 miles).  Take the 3rd exit towards Cricklade (4.6 miles) and at the next roundabout just before Cricklade take 3rd exit (4.8 miles) and retrace to 1st roundabout (5.2 miles) where you take the 1st exit back onto the A419 dual carriageway heading north towards Cirencester, and continue on this road past the spine road junction until the South Cerney junction (opposite the start) where you leave the A419.   The finish is on this slip road approximately 50 metres before roundabout (10 miles).

Please note that you circle the second (mini) roundabout at the turn, not the first. Also, make sure that you do not turn off to the finish a junction too early (Spine road junction) on the return leg, as some have done in previous events.
The onus is on the rider to know the course.

Headquarters

Bradstone Cricket Pavilion, Ashton Keynes, Wiltshire.

You must sign on at the race HQ at least 30 minutes before the start.  

You should make your way to the start area, which is on the old A419 heading towards Cirencester.  Leaving the HQ turn right, follow this road up to T junction, turn right up to 1st roundabout, take 1st junction to run parallel with dual carriageway.  At the next roundabout take 2nd exit where the start is on the slip road to the dual carriageway (approximately 4 miles).  Allow at least 20 minutes to get from the HQ to the start.

Notes
1. Riders must sign the official signing on sheet at the event HQ to obtain their race number and any last minute information. After the event this number may be exchanged for one drink at the HQ.

2. After the finish continue immediately to HQ.  

3. Toilets and showers are available at HQ, which will be open from 6.00am.

4. No warming up on the course after the first rider has started.
5. No U turns please at either start or finish.  A full risk assessment will be on display at the H.Q.
